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The Palazzo Corpi

Palazzo Corpi was the first U.S Government-owned dipl  omatic
premises in the world.

Located in the district of Beyoglu, it stands next to the Pera Palas
Hotel, a landmark property in Istanbul.

Designed in 1873 by the Italian architect Giacomo Le  oni, it was
intended as a palatial residence for Ignazzio Corpi, a prominent
ship owner and benefactor at the time. The property contains a
classical facade and a grand stairway lined with fr ~ escoes and
paintings. The rooms upstairs are covered in classi cal subjects.
Frescoes were executed by Italian artists which wer e later
restored by Inci Durak, a leading restorer of Turkis h monuments.
The ceilings of the upstairs Great Hall are depicte  d in
mythological figures such as Diana, Neptune, Muses, Graces and
Bacchantes.

The U.S Government purchased the building in 1907a nda
Chancery building (office wing) was added in 1910. An adjacent
building known as the Constantinopole Club was purch ased in
1945.

John Van A. MacMurray was the last American Ambassad  or to
reside in Palazzo Corpi until 1937 when the Embassy  moved
definitely to Ankara.
