The following Keyed Notes are intended to
generally describe special conditions,
improvements as a supplement to the plan
drawing, legends, schedules and PRICING
SPACE PLAN GENERAL NOTES, only.
The Contractor shall be responsible for
pricing any materials and work required
and related to the various Keyed Notes.

Architectural General Notes:

1.  Existing Suite Standard Finishes to
remain.  Patch areas affected by
demolition and new construction.  Provide
new wall base and paint at new area of
construction.  Match existing Suite
Standard.

2. Existing exterior window coverings to be
cleaned, repaired, or replaced as required
to provide Building Standard appearance
and function.  Contractor shall provide new
blinds to match existing, or re-size existing
blinds as required for new partition
placement.

3. Existing ceiling grid and tiles to remain.
Clean or replace any damaged or soiled
ceiling tiles with new to match existing,
locate new tiles in such a manner as to
provide a uniform appearance throughout
the suite.

Mechanical General Notes:

1. Modify existing HVAC and Life safety
system (including fire suppression system)
as required for new wall layout and
function and as required by governing local
Building and Fire Code.

The purpose of this Space Plan is to
generally describe the proposed use,
layout and tenant improvements required
for Tenant occupancy for approval by the
Tenant and Building Owner, and Tenant
Improvement Construction Budget pricing
by the selected Contractor(s).

The Space Plan represents the Architects
understanding of the proposed use and
requirements for the space.  The Tenant
and/or Building Owner are responsible for
advising the Architect of any revisions,
additions or deletions to these
requirements in order that such revisions
may be addressed for budget pricing
purposes by the Contractor.

Contractor Budget Pricing:

The Contractor shall be responsible for
field verifying the proposed space, if
existing, and except as may other wise be
noted, include all materials and work as
may be required or associated with the
noted scope of tenant improvements to
provide a complete and finished Project.

Tenant Improvement
Exclusions:

Except as otherwise noted or specifically
approved by the Building Owner, the
following work is to be provided separately
by the Tenant and is NOT included in this
Space Plan NOR to be included in the
Contractor's Tenant Improvement
Construction Budget:

  Telephone equipment, installation and
  cabling.

  Computer equipment, installation and
  cabling.

  Moveable furniture, fixtures,
  accessories and equipment.

Contingency Allowance:

The Contractor shall coordinate with
Building Management for any contingency
inclusion in the final bid for Tenant
improvements and related work not
provided for on the Plan.

Previously Improved Tenant
Suites:

Unless noted otherwise, all new work
identified in this Space Plan shall match
existing materials and methods of
construction which are shown or noted to
remain in the remodel of the proposed
suite.

Provide and install Building Standard fire
extinguishers, emergency lights, and exit
signage.  Assure all compliance pertaining
to fire suppression system, electrical and
mechanical systems as required by the
Building Department.

PRICING SPACE PLAN
GENERAL NOTES (cont'd)

All materials are assumed to be new
unless otherwise noted.

Remove existing partitions, doors, and
receptacles except those shown as
existing on the plan.  Refinish, patch, and
repair partitions that remain as to provide a
Building Standard appearance.

All areas in which any alteration or
construction is required as shown on plan
will receive one coat tinted primer and one
or two finish coats of paint to achieve
uniform finish.

Systems
Furniture/Casegoods:

All systems furniture, casegoods,
equipment etc. shown is for general
reference purposes only.  The Tenant is
responsible for providing critical
dimensions to the Architect/General
Contractor for special equipment,
freestanding furniture or systems furniture.
